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Introduction
 Sickle cell anemia, a genetic blood disorder, is the result 
of defective hemoglobin – the protein that is responsible for the 
oxygen carrying capacity of the red blood cell.  Red blood 
cells, along with white blood cells and platelets, originate 
from precursor stem cells found in the bone marrow. A 
normal red blood cell has a limited lifespan of about 120 
days and must be continuously replaced.  The rate of 
blood cell production in the bone marrow is controlled 
by the body’s need. Certain conditions, such as low 
oxygen content of body tissues or increased destruction 
of red blood cells, can trigger the kidneys to produce the 
hormone erythropoietin in order to stimulate the bone 
marrow to produce more red blood cells. In sickle cell 
anemia a point mutation in the hemoglobin gene results 
in a glutamic acid to valine substitution in the amino acid 
sequence of the protein. This single mutation causes the 
red blood cell to form the characteristic sickle shape when 
under conditions of oxidative stress (Figure 1).  These sickle 
shaped cells are unable to transverse the blood vessels and 
body tissues in the same manner as normal cells, cause 
occlusion and infarct of these areas, and undergo hemolytic 
destruction.

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Treatment: 
 Acute treatment of sickle cell anemia is focused 
upon supportive care of the oxidative crisis manifestations. 
The main goal is to open the vessel blockage with fl uids, 
reverse hypoxemia with oxygen supplementation, and 
control painful crises with analgesics. The use of blood 
transfusions to treat the severe anemia is controversial 
as the added RBC’s may contribute to the congestion and 
vessel occlusion taking place during the current crisis.  

Summary:
 The sickle cell anemia is a common disorder which 
is evaluated and treated by the primary care physician in 
both out-patient and in-patient settings. The main goal of 
therapy is reversal and prevention of the oxidative triggers 
that cause sickle cell crises. It was our intention with this 
article to explain sickle cell anemia in picture form for easy 
understanding by primary care physicians.

DR. GRISSOM, FIRST FULL-TIME 
CHAIR OF INTERNAL MEDICINE 

AT UNMC, DIES 

Robert Grissom, M.D., who served more than 50 
years with the University of Nebraska Medical 
Center and will long be remembered for building a 
modern internal medicine program at the medical 
center, died Tuesday at age 92. 
 
As the fi rst full-time chairman of UNMC’s 
Department of Internal Medicine, Dr. Grissom 
set high standards in medical education, medical 
ethics and in the quality of care and dedication to 
patients. He stressed the importance of intellectual 
curiosity, research and the fact that the physician 
should be a life-long learner.

UNMC RESEARCHERS IDENTIFY 
ENZYME INVOLVED IN 
AORTIC ANEURYSMS 

 
An enzyme involved in aortic aneurysms was 
identifi ed by investigators from the University of 
Nebraska Medical Center surgery department. 
Researchers hope the fi nding leads to new 
treatments and ways to identify aneurysms early.

 
Timothy Baxter, M.D., professor. and Wanfen Xiong, 
M.D., Ph.D., assistant professor, led a team that 
published the fi ndings in the Jan. 16 edition of the 
Journal of Biological Chemistry.
 
A product of macrophages, the enzyme, MT1-MMP, 
is released at injury sites to help the healing process. 
But, when diseases exist such as atherosclerosis, the 
enzymes may be released over a prolonged period 
of time and actually become part of the disease 
process.  Drs. Xiong and Baxter found that MT1-
MMP degrades the protein elastin in the vessel wall, 
leaving it brittle like a stretched-out rubber band.
 
“The artery bulges and cannot come back to its 
original shape,” Dr. Xiong said.
 
An aortic aneurysm is an abnormal bulge or 
“ballooning” in the wall of an artery, which may 
burst from the weakening of the vessel wall. 
Currently, the only way to treat aortic aneurysms 
is by surgical intervention. Drs. Xiong and Baxter 
research ways to detect aneurysms earlier and treat 
them with drugs before surgical repair is necessary.

BEVERLEYMEAD, M.D., FORMER

Beverley Mead, M.D., former associate dean for 
academic and faculty affairs and former chair of 
psychiatry at Creighton University School of Medicine, 
died Friday, March 13, at the age of 86. Mead earned 
his medical degree from the Medical School of 
the State of South Carolina in 1947, a psychiatric 
residency at Detroit Receiving Hospital in 1951, 
and a master’s of science degree in psychiatry at 
the University of Utah College of Medicine in 1958.

He served 
as associate dean for academic and faculty affairs 
at the School of Medicine, 1980-88. In 1986, he 
was named emeritus chairman and professor of 
psychiatry.
